Hollywood PAL Martial Arts School Fees, Rules and Regulations

Martial Arts Dues
The cost for new students to register for PAL is $50, which includes a uniform, belt, and the first month’s dues.  Martial arts dues are $20 per month, plus $5 for each additional child.  Fees are due by the 15th of every month (or dues may be paid in advance) and should be paid with a check or money order payable to Hollywood PAL.  Should you have any problems with this fee schedule, please feel free to speak with a PAL officer.

PAL Regulations
Martial Arts is a physical sport.  During the course of training, your children will be asked to do many physical activities such as, but not limited to, running, sit-ups and push-ups.  Martial Arts also requires hitting, kicking and sparring.  It is the responsibility of the parent and child to notify officers and coaches of any restraints on your child’s ability to complete any of the exercises that they are asked to perform during classes.  If your child is continually unable to perform physical activities, they may be asked to leave the program.  You and your children must agree to the following rules and regulations prior to participation in the PAL Martial Arts program and any programs affiliated with PAL.  PAL participants must:

· Respect officers, instructors, and other participants at all times  
· Respect the decisions and/or requests of coaches/chaperones and do their best to listen and learn
· Wear the official PAL martial arts uniform 
· Not use profanity and/or engage in inappropriate behavior 
· Understand that fighting or horseplay will not be tolerated under any circumstances
· Understand that while inside the martial arts studio, there will be no cell phone usage, eating or gum chewing
· Eat and hydrate themselves prior to arrival at the studio
· Keep noise to a minimum while inside the studio
· Store all shoes and additional property inside designated cubbies while inside the studio
· Not engage in any illegal or questionable activities
· Identify themselves as a Hollywood PAL participant if apprehended for any reason by law enforcement
· Submit a copy of their updated report card in January and June of each year
· Must attend tutoring if they have a GPA lower than 2.0 
· Commit to attending at least 2 practices each week.  If a student is unable to make this commitment on a consistent basis, they may be asked to leave the program
· Understand that not abiding by Hollywood PAL’s Participant Code of Conduct will cause disciplinary action, which may include removal from the program or program events

In addition to regular practices, some students will be invited to participate in martial arts tournaments or PAL field trips.  Students will be asked to participate based on the following:  attendance; GPA; attitude, age, and overall commitment to the PAL program.  It should be noted that for many of these activities, the number of students allowed may be limited.  Officers will take all of the above into consideration prior to inviting students to partake in the activities.
