Student will receive first half of their award within two months of being notified of their
scholarship. He/she must submit grades and receipts after the first half of the school year
to receive the second half of his/her award for the school year. If the student does not meet
the 2.5 GPA requirement, he/she must meet for an interview with the scholarship
committee to determine the circumstances and whether or not the second half of the award
will be given to the student.
